3) When a barrier system is not 
feasible because of the physical 
characteristics of the work 
environment or the infrequency 
of access, use an approved fall 
arrest system.

4) If no other option is feasible, a 
properly engineered and 
approved fall arrest system can 
be used in conjunction (as 
always with any jobsite activit y) 
a rescue plan.
